Chen Lin Cai-Eh Memorial Scholarship for Students with Financial Need and Diligence
Revised and approved at the Department Affairs Meeting on 22 June 2016
1. Purpose: In commemoration of his mother, Professor Chen Chao-Liang of the Department of Mechanical Engineering donates NT$24,000 annually to establish the “Chen Lin Cai-Eh Memorial Scholarship for Students with Financial Need and Diligence.” The following regulations have been established for this scholarship.
2. Eligibility: Undergraduate students of the Department of Mechanical Engineering, National Chung Hsing University.
3. Scholarship Distribution and Quota: Three recipients per academic year (applications may be submitted for either the first or second semester), with each recipient receiving NT$8,000.
4. Application Criteria:
Applicants must meet the following criteria:
Academic ranking in the top 60% of the class and conduct grade of 80 or above in the previous semester.
In addition, applicants must fulfill one of the following conditions:
(a) Family income has significantly decreased, or the family is in financial difficulty (annual household income below NT$700,000) or registered as a low-income household by the government, without receiving government-funded grants or any other financial aid from the university for economically disadvantaged students.
(b) The family has encountered a change in circumstances that has led to financial hardship, and the applicant has not received public funding or other financial aid for economically disadvantaged students.
5. Application Procedure: 
(a) Required Documents:
i. Two copies of the application form, with recommendations from two faculty members in the department.

ii. Submit a transcript from the previous semester.
iii. Provide proof of low-income status or financial hardship, along with the personal income statement for the previous year (including the student and the student's parents).

iv. Provide related documents for the family's change in circumstances leading to financial hardship.
(b) In case of more applicants than available awards, priority will be given based on the applicant's overall academic average from the previous semester.
6. Application Deadline: Applications can be submitted twice a year.
(a) For the first semester: From October 1 to October 31.
(b) For the second semester: From March 1 to March 31.
7. Review: The selection committee will be composed of full-time faculty members of the department.
8. Implementation and Amendments: This regulation is effective upon approval by the department council, and any amendments will be handled in the same manner.
